At least once a week keep a record where you joyfully do what your future husband says (unless to do so would be sin)  without argument or ill spirit.

Ask your future husband what vocational goals he has, what spiritual goals he has, what  educational goals he has, ask what he fears, ask what makes him the happiest or most fulfilled in life, what are his hobbies spare time interests?
